Un formulario es una lista de medicamentos cubiertos, seleccionados por ATRIO Health 
Plans en consulta con un equipo de profesionales de la salud, que representa las terapias 
recetadas que se consideran necesarias para un programa de tratamiento de calidad. ATRIO Health 
Plans generalmente cubrira los medicamentos incluidos en nuestro formulario siempre que sean 
medicamente necesarios, se surtan en una farmacia de la red de ATRIO Health Plans y se cumplan 
las demas normas del plan.

l,Puede cambiar el formulario? 
La mayorra de los cambios en la cobertura de medicamentos se realizan el 1 de enero, pero 
podrf amos agregar o eliminar medicamentos del formulario durante el ano, cambiarlos a diferentes 
niveles de costo compartido o anadir nuevas restricciones.

Changes that can affect you this year: In the below cases, you will be affected by coverage changes 
during the year: 

• Sustituciones inmediatas de ciertas versiones nuevas de medicamentos de marca y
productos biol6gicos originales. Podemos eliminar inmediatamente un medicamento de
nuestro formulario si lo reemplazamos con una nueva version que aparecera en el mismo
nivel de costo compartido o en uno inferior, y con las mismas restricciones o menos. Al
agregar una nueva version de un medicamento a nuestro formulario, podemos decidir
mantener el medicamento de marca o el producto biologico original en nuestro formulario,
pero trasladarlo inmediatamente a un nivel diferente de costo compartido o agregar nuevas
restricciones.

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• Otros cambios. Podemos realizar otros cambios que afecten a los miembros que actualmente
toman un medicamento.

lQue son los medicamentos genericos? 
Los Planes de Salud ATRIO cubren tanto medicamentos de marca come genericos. Un 
medicamento generico esta aprobado por la FDA por contener el mismo ingrediente active que el 
medicamento de marca. Generalmente, los medicamentos genericos son igual de eficaces y suelen 
ser mas econ6micos que los de marca. Existen sustitutos genericos disponibles para muches 
medicamentos de marca. Los medicamentos genericos generalmente se pueden sustituir por el 
medicamento de marca en la farmacia sin necesidad de una nueva receta, seg(m las leyes estatales. 

lQue son los productos biol6gicos originales y c6mo se relacionan con los 
biosimilares? 
En el formulario, cuando nos referimos a medicamentos, podemos referirnos a un medicamento o a 

un producto biol6gico. Los productos biol6gicos son medicamentos mas complejos que los 
medicamentos tradicionales. Dado que los productos biol6gicos son mas complejos que los 
medicamentos tradicionales, en lugar de tener una forma generica, existen alternativas llamadas 
biosimilares. Generalmente, los biosimilares funcionan tan bien come el producto biol6gico original y 
pueden ser mas econ6micos. Existen alternativas biosimilares para algunos productos biol6gicos 
originales. Algunos biosimilares son intercambiables y, segun las leyes estatales, pueden sustituir al 
producto biol6gico original en la farmacia sin necesidad de una nueva receta, al igual que los 
medicamentos genericos pueden sustituir a los de marca.

lExisten restricciones en mi cobertura? 
Algunos medicamentos cubiertos pueden tener requisites o Hmites de cobertura adicionales. Estes 
requisites y Hmites pueden incluir: 

• Autorizaci6n previa: ATRIO Health Plans exige que usted o su medico obtengan una
autorizaci6n previa para ciertos medicamentos. Esto significa que debera obtener la
aprobaci6n de ATRIO Health Plans antes de surtir sus recetas. Si no la obtiene, es posible
que ATRIO Health Plans no cubra el medicamento.

• Limites de cantidad: Para ciertos medicamentos, ATRIO Health Plans limita la cantidad que
cubre. Por ejemplo, ATRIO Health Plans ofrece 30 por receta de simvastatina. Esto puede ser
adicional a un suministro estandar para uno o tres meses.

• Terapia escalonada: En algunos cases, ATRIO Health Plans requiere que primero pruebe ciertos
medicamentos para tratar su afecci6n medica antes de cubrir otro medicamento para esa afecci6n.
Por ejemplo, si tanto el medicamento A come el medicamento B tratan su afecci6n medica, ATRIO
Health Plans podria no cubrir el medicamento B a menos que pruebe primero el medicamento A Si
el medicamento A no le funciona, ATRIO Health Plans cubrira el medicamento B.

lQue pasa si mi medicamento no esta en el Formulario? 

Si su medicamento no esta incluido en este formulario (lista de medicamentos cubiertos), primero 
debe comunicarse con Servicios para Miembros y preguntar si su medicamento esta cubierto. 

Si se entera de que ATRIO Health Plans no cubre su medicamento, tiene dos opciones: 

• Puede solicitar a Servicios para Miembros una lista de medicamentos similares
cubiertos por los Planes de Salud ATRIO. Cuando reciba la lista, muestrela a su medico
y pidale que le recete un medicamento similar cubierto por los Planes de Salud ATRIO.

• Puede solicitar a los Planes de Salud ATRIO que hagan una excepci6n y cubran su
medicamento. Consulte a continuaci6n para obtener informaci6n sabre c6mo solicitar
una excepci6n.

lC6mo solicito una excepci6n al Formulario de Planes de Salud ATRIO? 

Puede solicitar a ATRIO Health Plans una excepci6n a nuestras normas de cobertura. Existen 
varies tipos de excepciones que puede solicitamos. 

• Puede solicitamos que cubramos un medicamento incluso si no esta en nuestro
formulario. Si se aprueba, este medicamento tendra una cobertura de costo compartido
predeterminada y no podra solicitamos que lo proporcionemos a un nivel de costo
compartido mas bajo.

• Puede solicitamos que eliminemos una restricci6n de cobertura, coma la autorizaci6n
previa, la terapia escalonada o un limite de cantidad para su medicamento. Por ejemplo,
para ciertos medicamentos, ATRIO Health Plans limita la cantidad que cubrimos. Si su
medicamento tiene un limite de cantidad, puede solicitamos que eliminemos el limite y
cubramos una cantidad mayor.

• Puede solicitamos que cubramos un medicamento del formulario a un nivel de costo
compartido mas bajo (si este medicamento no esta en el nivel de especialidad). Si se
aprueba, esto reduciria el monto que debe pagar por su medicamento.
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Por lo general, ATRIO Health Plans solo aprobara su solicitud de excepcion si los medicamentos 
alternativos incluidos en el formulario del plan, el medicamento con menor costo compartido o la 
aplicacion de la restriccion no fueran tan efectivos para usted o le causaran efectos adversos. 

Listed o su medico prescriptor deben contactarnos para solicitar una excepcion de nivel o 
formulario, incluyendo una excepcion a una restriccion de cobertura. Al solicitar una excepcion, 
su medico prescriptor debera explicar los motivos medicos por los que la necesita. 
Generalmente, debemos tomar una decision dentro de las 72 horas posteriores a la recepcion de la 
declaracion justificativa de su medico prescriptor. Puede solicitar una decision acelerada (rapida) si 
considera, y nosotros estamos de acuerdo, que su salud podria verse gravemente perjudicada si 
espera hasta 72 horas para recibir una decision. Si estamos de acuerdo, o si su medico prescriptor 
solicita una decision acelerada, debemos darle una decision a mas tardar 24 horas despues de 
recibir la declaracion justificativa de su medico prescriptor. 

lQue puedo hacer si mi medicamento no esta en el formulario o tiene una 

restricci6n? 
Como miembro nuevo o actual de nuestro plan, es posible que este tomando medicamentos que 
no estan en nuestro formulario. 0 bien, podria estar tomando un medicamento que si esta en 
nuestro formulario, pero que tiene una restriccion de cobertura, como una autorizacion previa. 
Debe hablar con su medico sobre como solicitar una decision de cobertura para demostrar que 
cumple con los criterios de aprobacion, cambiar a un medicamento alternativo que cubrimos o 
solicitar una excepcion al formulario para que cubramos el medicamento que toma. Mientras usted 
y su medico determinan la mejor opcion para usted, durante los primeros 90 dias de su membresia 
en nuestro plan, podriamos cubrir su medicamento hasta un suministro maximo de 30 dias. 

Para cada medicamento que no este en nuestro formulario o si su acceso a los mismos es limitado, 
cubriremos un suministro temporal de 30 dias. Si su receta es para menos dias, le permitiremos 
resurtidos para un suministro maximo de 30 dias. Despues de su primer suministro de 30 dias, no 
cubriremos estos medicamentos, incluso si ha sido miembro del plan menos de 90 dias. 

Si usted es residente de un centro de atencion a largo plazo y necesita un medicamento que no 
esta en nuestro formulario o si su capacidad para obtener sus medicamentos es limitada, pero ya 
han pasado los primeros 90 dias de membresia en nuestro plan, cubriremos un suministro de 
emergencia de 31 dias de ese medicamento mientras busca una excepcion al formulario.
